According to - Sharaf Khan Bidlisi’> and the Ammenian
historians. Arak‘el DavriZec'i’” and T‘ovma Mecopec'i™, in the
nning of AH 832 Shahrukh marched from Khorasan to
Adharbayjan. In that time the amir of Ganja and Bardaa, Yar
Ahmad Qaraman, rebelled against Timarid rule, but was soon
pacified. Then Iskandar b. Qard Yusif of the Qard Qoyanld tribe
defeated Qard Yuliq of the Aq Qoyanld, crossed the river Araxes,
ravaged Sultiniye and started to fight against the Trmrid army. In
878 of the Armenian era (AD 1429), near Salmds. Iskander was
defeated by Shahrukh and fled. Detachments under Shahrukh’s
son. JUki. pursued him to Arzarim and later ran riot in the region
around lake Van. After this victory, Shahrukh passed the winter in
Artin and in the following year, AH 833, he entrusted the
government of Adharba
Yusiif. and returned to Khorasan.

From the mints of Adharbayjan and adjacent regions for
Shahrukh’s reign we only know coins of Ardabil,”® Tabriz”® and
Shirvan”” (coins of this mint were most likely struck by the local
Shirvanshahs in Shahrukh’s name). All of these are cities with a
very long numismatic history. The newly discovered mint of

Malazkirt is the westernmost among the known mints of
Shahrukh. The city of Malazkirt lies between the site of the battle
of Salmas and Arzarim, the goal of Juki’s march. It would seem

that a detachment of Jaki’s army passed the winter in Malazkirt,
and struck a small amount of coins there in Shahrukh’s name.

One very interesting peculiarity. that should be noted, is the
unusual way of writing the city name as & 5 3>, with 1@ marbiiia
at the end, a form not previously noted. There are some other
variants of this placename known in Arabic — s 23, 5 >33,

DAMASENA (AD 222-237/8), RULER OF

Since the publication of the last comprehensive catalogue of the
coinage of the Western Ksatrapas (also known as “Western
Satraps™) by Amiteshwar Jha and Dilip Rajgor in 1994 (“Studies
in the Coinage of the Western Ksatrapas™) many new types.
